The devel-
opment of Islamic calligraphy is strongly tied to the Qur'an; chapters and excerpts from the
Qur'an are a common and almost universal text upon which Islamic calligraphy is based.
Arabic calligraphy [ gup=ll hall ] is the artistic practice of handwriting and calligraphy,
based upon the alph'ébet in the lands sharing a common Islamic cultural heritage. The deep
religious association with the religious Qur'an, as well as suspicion of figurative art as idol-
atrous, has led calligraphy to become one of the major forms of artistic expression in Islam-
ic cultures. It has also been argued that Islamic calligraphy was motivated less by icono-
phobia [since, in fact, images were by no means absent in Islamic art) than by the centrality
of the notion of writing and written text in Islam. It is noteworthy, for instance, that the
Prophet Muhammad is related to have said: “The first thing God created was the pen. As
Islamic calligraphy is highly venerated, most works follow examples set by well established
calligraphers, with the exception of secular or contemporary works.” In antiquity, a pupil
would copy a master’s work repeatedly until their handwriting was similar. The most com-
mon style is divided into angular and cursive, each further divided into several sub-styles.
The traditional instrument of the Islamic calligrapher is the qalam, a pen normally made of
dried reed or bamboo; the ink is often in color, and chosen such that its intensity can vary
greatly, so that the greater strokes of the compositions can be very dynamic in their effect.
Some styles are often written using a metallic-tip pen. Arabic calligraphy is applied on a
wide range of decorative mediums other than paper, such as tiles, vessels, carpets, and
inscriptions. Before the advent of paper, papyrus and parchment were used for writing. The
advent of paper revolutionized calligraphy. While monasteries in Europe treasured a few
dozen volumes, libraries in the Muslim world regularly contained hundreds and even thou-
sands of books. Coins were another support for calligraphy. Beginning in 692, the Islamic
caliphate reformed the coinage of the Near East by replacing visual depiction with words.
This was especially true for dinars, or gold coins of high value. Generally the coins were
inscribed with quotes from the Quran. By the tenth century, the Persians, who had convert-
ed to Islam, began weaving inscriptions onto elaborately patterned silks. So precious were
calligraphic inscribed textiles that Crusaders brought them to Europe as prized possessions.
A notable example is the Suaire de Saint-Josse, used to wrap the bones of St. Josse in the
Abbey of St. Josse-sur-Mer near Caen in northwestern France. In the post colonial era, art-
ists were working in North Africa and the Middle East. Transformed Arabic calligraphy into a
modern art movement, known as the Hurufiyya movement. Also known as the Al-hurufiyyah
movement or the North African Letterist movement, artists working in this field use callig-
raphy as a graphic form within a contemporary artwork.
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Typography

Typography is the art and technique of arrang-
ing type to make written language legible,
readable, and appealing when displayed. The
arrangement of type involves selecting type-
faces, point sizes, line lengths, line-spacing,
and letter-spacing, and adjusting the space
between pairs of letters.

Typography is the work of typesetters (also known

as compositors), typographers, graphic designers, art
directors, manga artists, comic book artists, graffiti
artists, and, now, anyone who arranges words, letters,
numbers, and symbols for publication, display, or
distribution, from clerical workers and newsletter
writers to anyone self-publishing materials. Until the
Digital Age, typography was a specialized occupation.
Digitization opened up typography to new generations
of previously unrelated designers and lay users.

Although typically applied to
printed, published, broadcast,

and reproduced materials in
contemporary times, all words,
letters, symbols, and numbers
written alongside the earliest
naturalistic drawings by humans
may be called typography. The
uneven spacing of the impressions
on brick stamps found in the
Mesopotamian cities of Uruk and
Larsa, dating from the second
millennium B.C., may be evidence
of type, wherein the reuse of
identical characters was applied to
create cuneiform text. Babylonian
cylinder seals were used to create
an impression on a surface by
rolling the seal on wet clay.

Experimental typography is
defined as the unconventional
and more artistic approach

to typeface selection. Francis
Picabia was a Dada pioneer
of this practice in the early
twentieth Century.

The silver altarpiece of patriarch
Pellegrinus Il in the cathedral of
Cividale was printed with individual
letter punches. Apparently, the
same printing technique may be
found in tenth to twelfth century
Byzantine reliquaries. Other early
examples include individual letter
tiles where the words are formed
by assembling single letter tiles

in the desired order, which were
reasonably widespread in medieval
Northern Europe.
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The design of typefaces has devel-
oped alongside the development

of typesetting systems. Although
typography has evolved significantly
from its origins, it is a largely con-
servative art that tends to cleave
closely to tradition.

Leqgibility is paramount,
and so the typefaces that
are the most readable
usually are retained.

In addition, the evolution of typog-
raphy is inextricably intertwined
with lettering by hand and related
art forms, especially formal styles,
which thrived for centuries preced-
ing typography, and so the evolution
of typography must be discussed
with reference to this relationship.
In the nascent stages of European
printing, the typeface was designed
in imitation of the popular hand-let-
tering styles of scribes.

Type Designers

Naji E1 Mir is a French Lebanese graphic and type
designer. After he graduated from the Lebanese
American university with a BS in graphic design,
he moved to Paris where he received a Masters
degree in Interactive multimedia design from
the Sorbonne university in Paris. Early in his
career, he was involved in designing multilin-
gual visual identities and logotypes, ever since
his interest for the modernisation of Arabic
typography kept on thriving.
